Skaneateles High School’s Katherine Krebs Wins
 Syracuse Chorale Scholarship
 
Katherine Krebs, a senior at Skaneateles High School, has won the Syracuse Chorale’s 2015 Voices of Tomorrow Scholarship. She will receive the $500 scholarship during Chorale’s May 31 concert, Heard It on the Radio. Members of the Chorale raise money for the annual scholarship, which is awarded to a Central New York high school senior who is pursuing a music-related major and plans to continue choral singing after high school.

Krebs will attend Skidmore College in the fall, and she will study music education. She is the daughter of Michael and Charmaine Krebs of Skaneateles. 

Krebs has been active in numerous school and music activities during high school, including drama, National Honor Society, student government and tutoring. Her musical achievements include serving as secretary of the Tri-M Music Honors Society and singing with the Madrigal Choir, Women’s Chamber Choir, NAfME All-National Honors Choir, All-State Choir and All-County Choir. She also served as president of the Drama Club. She made her operatic debut in Syracuse Opera’s February production of “A Little Night Music,” and she has performed in many other productions. She will perform with the Syracuse Chorale May 30 and 31.

Julia McKinstry, an adjunct voice teacher at Syracuse University’s Setnor School of Music who has taught Krebs for three years, praised her student’s talent, achievements and community involvement.
“She is intelligent, quick to learn music, and has an innate musical instinct that can’t be taught,” McKinstry said. “She also has a lovely, poised presence on stage.”  
The Syracuse Chorale dates to 1953 and performs three major concerts a year. The group has awarded Voice of Tomorrow Scholarships since 2005.
